PRIMARY QUALIFICATIONS 
Skills:  

Previous teaching experience not 
required. You must be able to effectively communicate to individuals and small groups in a noisy environment. You must possess the 
ability to recognize individual differences and adjust swim lessons accordingly. 
Competencies:   
Most important is the ability to build positive relationships and self-confidence as an Instructor. Other critical competencies include 
patience, problem solving creativity, motivational skills, and the ability to work independently. You must exhibit the Y core values of 
respect, responsibility, honesty and caring. 
Certifications:  
CPR/AED and First Aid certification within 60 days of hire. YMCA Swim Lesson Program certification preferred but not required. 
American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor certification preferred but not required.
